Mayor Samples: "Thank you. Any .. . we'll get a dock committee. We'll put Al in charge of it. Mr. 
Beck." 

Mr. Beck: "I will. " 

Mayor Samples: "I know that. (Laughter) A, a, Ms. Carrie. We have great people in the Town of 
Surfside Beach, and the, a, time and effort that they put in , we all appreciate. Ms. Johnson." 

"Carrie Johnson, gth Avenue South. I would just like to, a, ask you all when you're negotiating this 
contract with Beach Services that maybe you make it a requirement that they speak fluent English, cause 
right now you could say something to them and they look at you like a deer in the headlights, and the 
other thing is that they be able to tell people on the beach that are smoking that we do have an ordinance 
and if they don't listen to them, then they can call the officers to come and do something about it, but at 
least inform the people that there is an ordinance. Thank you." 

Mayor Samples: "Thank you. Glen, Mr. Curtis." 

"Glen Curtis, 257 Palladium, touch south , a, just a little bit west, but close. That idea about the 
magazine, I think it's great, because once you've spread this out, all the events in town are gonna be 
recognized, noticed and a lot more people are gonna see and when they get here to be part of it, and 
that's what tourism is all about. That's what brings money into town. The only thing that I have negative, 
but we can fix, a, the other day, when I walking I came up, and a couple of you were there, and I had a 
couple of hypodermics in my pocket, because I found them on the street around some weeds where kids 
are hanging out, and I brought them right to the police station to show them, and like this young lady was 
saying, a, a place that you can look right in the window and see stuff you don 't want to see. Kids don't 
understand it. They don't know what we do. We have to stop it. Mr. Ard said about committees [sic] 
getting together and going after them, like community, a, enforcements, community eyes. We all have to 
help the police. But this is something I wouldn't like to see in a magazine. We have to get it. Let's get 
together and stop it right now. Thank you." 

Mayor Samples: "Thank you. Alright, we'll move into council comments. Mr. Stevens." 

10. COUNCIL COMMENTS. 

Mr. Stevens: "Who, me?" 

Mayor Samples: "Yes, sir." 

Mr. Stevens: "Yeah, I would like to thank everybody for coming out and I also would like to thank 
Ms. Legette, a, for her comments.

I have no idea what you're talking about, but I'm 
hopeful we have a policeman right in our midst and I'm hopeful that our police will take steps to look into 
that. I want to comment on the chambers. It's such a tranquil place now. It's so clean and crisp , and it's 
our people, and the contractor did a really good job on it. The comment about the life guards being able 
to speak English, I think that should be a requirement, because most of the people in this country speak 
English, and children especially may not speak a language, and last of all, I want to comment about Mr. 
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Mabry's suggestion on a town magazine. I think it's great. It will be a wonderful advertising tool for this 
town Thank you so much . Thank you, sir." 

Mayor Samples: "Thank you. Mr. Smith. " 

Mr. Smith: "A, Mr. Mayor, you have my full support on trying to rid the town of these addictive 
drugs, and I'd like to thank Ms. Johnson for being concerned about that no smoking on the beach. That's 
a [sic] irritant to me, too, and a, so and, we need them to speak English. Even I have trouble with English 
occasionally." 

Mayor Samples: "Thank you, sir. Mr. Johnson." 

Mr. ,Johnson: "Thank you, Mr Mayor. I think everything that needs to be said has been said. 
There was some great comment from, from residents and council, as well, tonight. A, and I just thank you 
for coming out. God bless you, and we will see you next time." 

Mayor Samples: "Ms. Mabry." 

Ms. Mabry: "We also wanted to make sure that everybody knows that during the League of Cities 
our Mayor got up and spoke and has asked other municipalities for help in how we could best take care of 
the situation with the unfortunate legal drugs that are being sold . If there were illegal, we'd have a much 
easier time with it. But, when they are legal, again , you have to reach out, and I want to commend our 
Mayor for doing that and for soliciting the help of all the communities in our area. Thank everyone for 
speaking.

I was very surprised at the time, so it's good that we're getting started on 
that, and thank you all so much for coming out and being part of our meeting."

I'm glad you all shared your, your 
ideas and views, and I won't forget it. Thank you very much for sharing your story, as well , and I hope 
that I personally could help you in some way, and I know that the mayor did share the article right away 
as soon as he got it, and is very concerned about it, and actually spoke to a few police officers 
immediately about it, too. I think a big part of it for our community here in Surfside Beach, and I have 
young, young children, so it's, it's very pressing to me to, to take care of things like this, and like as Ms. 
Mabry said, it's, it's not an easy issue. But just because something isn't easy, doesn 't mean that we don't 
try, and, and I think we owe it to our children and to this town and it could just save a life, so I appreciate 
very much what you said, and on another note, too, a, P. L. , thank you very much for your presentation. 
It was great, and I very look forward to the magazine, and everybody have a good night." 

Mayor Samples: "It's all been said . I think we a, we're making progress. I know we're getting a 
lot of help from the committees , from people in the community. The things that we may not want to hear, 
we need to know, and I appreciate you, Mrs. Legette, for coming forward . A, having said that, I need a 
motion ... "
